Present: Sel. Brown, Sel. Dearborn and Sel. Nickerson.  Chairman Brown opened the meeting

I. NEW BUSINESS: 
 
  A. The Board reviewed and approved accounts payable and payroll manifests. 
  B. The Board reviewed general correspondence. 
  C. Motion: Motion by Sel. Dearborn, second by Sel. Brown to accept  
     and place on file the minutes of the December 30, 2002  
     Board of  Selectmen’s Meeting. 
   Vote:  3-0, motion adopted. 

II. PUBLIC APPOINTMENTS: 
 

A. Cathy Thibeault, Chairman of the Conservation Commission and members of the 
Conservation Commission presented a request for a warrant article to purchase a 
conservation easement on the Corliss Farm.  The easement is still under negotiation.  
 Grant funds are available from the USDA because they want to protect the valuable 
soils.  Following discussion, the Board said that the warrant article would have to be 
submitted by petition.  The Board also asked for more detailed information before 
they could vote on whether or not to recommend the appropriation. 

B. Attorney Scott McGuffin and Dana Dickson were present to discuss updating the 
Town of Northfield Building Permit Policy and Procedure.  The process would 
involve reviewing all pertinent state statutes, current ordinances, good practices, state 
of the art enforcement procedures, see what other Town’s or doing, have the 
planning board and Attorney Mayer review the final product before the Selectmen 
adopt.  The Board was in agreement to proceed as outlined. 

C. Michelle Bonsteel and Anthony Mignono present to discuss planning board activities 
and provide information on blasting. 

 
III. POLICE DEPARTMENT: 
 

A. The Board approved the Chief’s request to fill the full time officer vacancy with 
Office Todd Corey, who is currently a part time patrol officer.  This will leave two 
part time officer position vacancies. 

B. The Chief discussed his 2003 Budget request with the Selectmen and his need for 
increase in part time officer line item since the Board is not recommending to the 
Budget Committee the new full time officer position.

A. The Board signed current use penalty assessment forms, signed the  
assessment certification form, approved the Recreation Council’S request to 
include  a survey in the next Northfield News letter; signed a contract for 
survey work on the Highway Garage and Recycling center parcel as part of 
the Highway  Garage Study Committee; signed the CDBG payment request 
forms. 
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B. The Board prepared 2003 Revenue Estimates; scheduled the date for the 

public hearing on the bond for Thursday, February 6, 2003 at 7:00 p.m. and 
agreed to schedule next Tuesday’s meeting as a work session to finalize their 
budget recommendations.
