 A. The Board reviewed and approved accounts payable and payroll manifests. 
 
 B. The Board reviewed general correspondence. 
 
 C. Motion: Motion by Sel. Dearborn, second by Sel. Brown to accept  
    and place on file the minutes of  the February 25, 2003  
    Board of Selectmen’s Meeting. 
  Vote:  2-0, motion adopted. 
 

II. PUBLIC APPOINTMENTS:  
 

A. Pat Clark, Tilton Northfield Recreation Council Liaison to the Boards of 
Selectmen provided an update on the Council’s activities.  Deborah Tessier, 
Darlene Bitteto, Jim Lamanuzzi were present in the audience.  He provided 
copies of the most recent issue of the Pines Times, calendar of events , 
survey being mailed to every household in Northfield & Tilton and letter from 
Kidder Fuels regarding the ceiling heater to be repaired in the spring.  He 
also provided copies of correspondence regarding Youth Opportunities use of 
the downstairs and the Recreation Council’s position that they are not 
obligated to pay YO $4,000 for improvements.   Sel. Brown stated it was 
good that the Recreation Council was getting information back to the citizens. 
 Sel. Dearborn complimented the survey format. 

 
B. Jim Lamanuzzi, President of the Northfield Historical Society asked 

permission to make improvements to the downstairs of the Town Hall.  The 
Town will provide paint for volunteers to paint the downstairs.  The carpeting 
needs to be replaced and the kitchen stove should be replaced.  Sel. 
Dearborn asked that Kidder Fuels be contacted as well as the Fire 
Department to inspect the gas stove.

III. HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT: 
 
 The Board voted to adopt the following weight limits effective March 10, 2003 until  
 further notice from the Northfield Road Agent: 
  
    6 wheel  26,000 
    10 wheel  41,000 
    Tractor Trailer 58,000 
 
 Vehicles are only allowed on Town roads when the road way is frozen.  Due to  
 heavy frost this winter season, the roads are particularly susceptible to damage,  
 therefore, the Selectmen, upon the advise of the Road Agent  may use their  

discretion in terms of granting permission to use a road and require the 
contractor to post a road bond for restoration.  The Board agreed to add weight 
limit information to the building permits, appoint a committee to review the state 
RSA’s and develop a weight limit policy with penalties; and notify the Police 
Department to begin enforcing the road ban effective March 10.

 D. Motion: Motion by Sel. Brown, second by Sel. Dearborn to elect Sel.  
    Nickerson as Chairman for 2003. 
  Vote:  3-0, motion adopted. 
 

II. PUBLIC APPOINTMENTS:  
 

A. Randy Barclay present and requested the Selectmen to dedicate the Forrest 
Road Bridge to Danny Parris.  The Board agreed to install a sign or plaque. 

B. Joyce Fulweiler, Kevin Waters, Chris Hunt and Cathy Thibeault addressed 
the Board regarding the Doubleday Easement on Knowles Pond.  The Board 
was in agreement to contact the Doubleday’s and tell them that the 
Conservation Commission is attempting to raise the money from private 
sources by June 1, 2003.  They also suggested seeing if there is any 
possibility of being granted an extension on the purchase and sale 
agreement deadline.    General discussion of the Town Meeting.  Anthony 
Mignono, Michelle Bonsteel, Leroy French, George Flanders were also 
present. 

C. Scott Caveney present to discuss his letter to T.L. Roy and the infringement 
on his father’s property. The Selectmen asked that the material be forwarded 
to Attorney McGuffin to see if there is anything the Town can do to make sure 
Mr. Roy is in compliance with the Town’s regulations. 

D. Anthony Mignono, Michelle Bonsteel present to contest the adoption of the 
zoning amendment on the building permit moratorium.  Chris Hunt and the 
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Board explained that the amendments were presented in accordance with 
state law. 

 
III. POLICE DEPARTMENT: 

 
Chief Hilliard present.  There was general discussion of Town Meeting, the 
Town’s emergency management plan, and revision to the part-time police 
department secretarial position job description. 

 
IV. TOWN ADMINISTRATION: 

 
J. Fulweiler present.  The Board was informed that the Town lost the Sargent 
v. Northfield court case and Attorney McGuffin is assembling information from 
other Town’s on their occupancy permit policy.  The Board agreed to send 
Attorney Mayer’s letter to Attorney Hogan.  The Board signed the wetland’s 
permit for Forrest Road.  Sel. Dearborn asked when Kidder was coming to 
check on the gas stove.  Inspections have been scheduled with both Kidder 
and the Fire Department.  Sel. Brown asked when the material for the revised 
building permit policy will be available – which should be soon. The next 
meeting on March 25, 2003 will be a Selectmen’s work session.  The Board 
will act on board/committee appointments.  The Board was informed that the 
Highway Department was responding to muddy road conditions as best they 
can.
