ZONING BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT

November 26, 2018

MINUTES

Members present: Kent Finemore, Keith Murray, Brian Brown, David Curdie and Scott Haskins
Also present: Steve Partridge, Cori Partridge, Kevin Waldron and Stephanie Giovannucci
Finemore appointed Haskins as a voting member. 

Curdie recused himself as voting member due to medical issues.  Finemore asked Partridge if he wanted to proceed since there were only four voting members, Partridge requested to proceed. 
1. Minutes: Murray/Brown moved to approve the minutes of October 22, 2018 and October 29, 2018. Motion Passed.
2. Continuation of Application for a Variance submitted by Steven Partridge for the property located at 53 Sargent Street (Map U02, Lot 1) Requesting a variance from Article 7, Section 7.1 of the Zoning Ordinance, for the purpose of building a 400 site campground between the Winnipesaukee River and the Winnipesaukee River Trail on 84 Acres of land in the Commercial Industrial Zone.

Finemore read through parts of the letter received by Attorney Bart Mayor, and the email from Sue Slacks of the Lakes Region Planning Commission.  Board members discussed the conditions they proposed at the last meeting in comparison with Attorney Mayors. 
Public Hearing Open:

Waldron asked the board if the five criteria have been met, Murray stated that the board determined at the last meeting that they have been met. 

Haskins asked about permanent structures near the river, Partridge replied that none near the river because they have to be 150 feet from the river which includes electric, sewer, etc. 

No further comments, public hearing closed. 
Board members discussed in further detail about permanent structures. And that more detail would be needed during the site plan process.  Finemore reminded the board that Partridge is only seeking relief from Article 7 Section 7.1. 

Murray/Brown moved to approve the variance with the following conditions…

1. Must comply with the Zoning Ordinance section 10.4 and not to exceed 400 sites. 

2. No permanent structures or improvements on any campsite and not permanent housing allowed.
3. The season for customer usage is defined as the May 15th through October 30th
4. From November 1st through May 14th the campground shall be secured from access by a locked gate. 

5. No off season occupancy

6. No off season access will be granted. 

7. All utilities to the campground will be shut off, during the off season. 
8. Campground will institute quiet hours to be observed from 10:00pm to 7:00am, with fires being extinguished by 12:00am (midnight).
9. The owner(s) of the campground will reach out to police and fire to ensure emergency vehicle access to all parts of the campground. 

10. The owner(s) of the campground will make every effort to mitigate the environmental impact on the riverbank, the river, the Winnipesaukee River Trail, other trails and the general environment in and around the campground property, with designated access points identified on the plan, a development of a brochure is required in order to mitigate offsite impacts. 
11. No fireworks allowed.

12. If the front lot is sold, a 50-foot right-of-way must be granted.  The proposed right-of-way must be identified on the plan. 

13. The applicant must secure a variance for frontage. 

14. The applicant must secure a waiver under RSA 674:41.

15. The applicant must secure state and local permits associated with wetlands, the Shoreline Protection Act and access to the river. 

16. Adequate staffing levels and security will be implemented. 

17. Check in and Check out requirements shall be consistent with RSA 216-I:5.

18. Lighting restrictions shall be imposed to limit light pollution in accordance to Northfield Site Plan Regulations section 8.18.

19. Campsites may only be occupied by recreational vehicles and tents. 

Motion passed 3-0
Steve Partridge asked that the dates be May 15th through October 31st as originally stated.  Waldron asked if the motion could be changed after the vote.  Murray and Finemore agreed that was the intent of the board to be October 31st, all board members agreed the date should be October 31st.  

3. Other Business:
Giovannucci presented the board with upcoming zoning amendments going before the Planning Board. At the Planning Boards next meeting on December 10th, a public hearing will take place for an amendment to ADU’s, in addition they will be discussing the rezoning along the Winnipesaukee River, between the river and the railroad.  
There being no other business meeting adjourned at 8:53 pm.
